The people 
replied, “It has taken forty-six years to build this 
Temple: are you going to raise it up in three days?” 
Now the Temple Jesus was talking about was his own 
body. And later when he was raised from the dead, 
his disciples remembered what he had told them.

To help us 
to do this, perhaps we can: each night before we go to sleep, say 
sorry to God for anything that we may have done wrong (examine 
our conscience) and ask God to forgive us; avoid any temptation to 
be greedy, but rather give cheerfully to charity; be enthusiastic to 
say our family prayers together, asking for help to grow in goodness 
and in our love for God.
